Anna Mueller & Frances Till (Tiehl)


	Carl (Karl) Mehrberger and Anna Mueller, immigrated to the United States in 1869 from their native country of Austria.  The family lived in Germany for a short while, before departing for their new home in America.  The couple, with their seven young children, sailed across the oceans on a passenger ship named The Westphalia, after the German state of North-Rhine Westphalia.  The family departed from the Hamburg/Havre Germany port in 1869, and reached their destination of New York on August 11, 1869.  Aboard the ship were the couple’s seven young children.  Amalie, the oldest, was 13 at the time, followed by Maria, age 7, Anna, age 6, Theresa, age 5, Julie, age 4, Edward, age 2 and an infant son J (maybe short for John) It is not known whether the family went straight to Nebraska or settled elsewhere before arriving in Nebraska, but they are believed to have lived in Holt and Polk Counties, which are located in NE, before finally settling down in Platte County, NE.  The family lived near the Humphrey and Oconee areas of Platte County.  Carl was a farmer, while Anna was a homemaker, taking care of their young children.  The older Mehrberger children all attended the local Oconee school district near their home.  The original surname was later changed to Mayberger upon the family’s arrival in Platte Country Nebraska.  On October 25, 1876, Anna passed away and was buried at the local Potter’s cemetery, until June 28, 1906 when her body was moved to St. Stanislaus Catholic Cemetery near Duncan.  Carl eventually remarried and had five more children.  His second wife was Miss Frances (Francesca) Till (Tiehl?) and they had three daughters, Lena (Rupprecht), Philomena (Minnie), and **Christina (Lohaus), and two sons Charles and Frank??, who was believed to have drowned in the North Loup river while fishing with his older brothers on August 31, 1899.  The following is an article that was found in the Columbus Journal Newspaper on September 6, 1899.  
The Columbus Journal, September 6, 1899
MEHRBERGER--Wednesday last, Frank Mehrberger and two older brothers were fishing in the Loup near Oconee, and Frank had gone into a place where he had often been before, but in the meantime it had become a deep hole, and all that the brothers could do did not avail to save Frank from drowning. The body was not found till Thursday afternoon, about a mile and a half from where he disappeared. The remains were brought to this city Friday, funeral services held at the Catholic church and the burial in the cemetery near by.



	Carl and Frances, continued to live in the Platte County area, where she was a homemaker, and he continued to farm the area.  They were members of St. Stanislaus Catholic Church near Duncan and are both buried in the Catholic cemetery as well.  Carl died in 1906, and upon his death, Frances moved to Columbus, where she lived with her younger children.  It is unknown when Frances died or if she continued to live in the Columbus area after Carl’s death.  The following is an article published in the Columbus Journal;

DIED 
MAYBERGER--The funeral of Carl Mayberger, of Oconee occurred at the Catholic church in this city last Wednesday. Mr. Mayberger died Tuesday and was seventy-three years old. He came to this county in 1866 and was well known by all the older settlers. He had been in failing health for a long time. Mr. Mayberger was the father of twelve children, ten of whom are living. Besides his children he leaves a wife. 
The following is an article taken from the Who’s Who in Nebraska Biography Book;

EDWARD D. MAYBERGER

Edward D. Mayberger, born in Austria, August 18, 1866, was the son of Carl and Anna Mehrberger, natives of Austria. In 1876, the family emigrated from Austria to Columbus, Nebraska, where they located on a farm in the Oconee neighborhood. Edward and his brothers and sisters attended the Oconee School. His mother died in 1880, and his father married again. Edward had one brother and five sisters, and two half-brothers and three half-sisters.

His sister, Theresa, married Patrick McDonald, a well-known resident of the Humphrey vicinity. A half-sister, Mrs. Lena Rupprecht, lived in Columbus. Another half-sister, Philomena, a registered nurse, who lives in Washington, worked for many years at the St. Mary's Hospital; she also served with a hospital unit overseas during World War I. A half-brother, Charles Mayberger, lives at Silver Creek, Nebraska.

On November 25, 1902, Edward Mayberger was married to Miss Frances Alt, the daughter of Frank and Celia D. Alt, natives of Austria, who settled near Bellwood, Nebraska. The Maybergers had four children: Joseph, born at Oconee September 27, 1903, married to Lillian Oppliger; Arthur, born in Columbus June 16, 1910, married to Cleo Bernt; Emil, born January 19, 1906, married to Mae Johnson; and Edith, Mrs. Ben Downs, born in Columbus September 12, 1913.

In his early life, Edward Mayberger carried mail with a mule from Columbus to Fullerton; and for nine years, until he was thirty years of age, he was a fireman on the Union Pacific Railroad between Omaha, Nebraska, and Green River, Wyoming.

He died September 15, 1941, in Columbus. The Mayberger family are members of St. Bonaventure's Catholic Church in Columbus.
